Installation - Quick guide
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Installation - mixer
Before installing, flush through the pipe 
work to ensure removal of debris, turn off 
the water supply.
The hot tap should be on the left and cold 
on the right.
Remove the cover from the valve, 
make sure the O-ring is in place in the 
underside of the cover.
Screw the locking ring onto the valve 
make sure that the bolts are facing 
upwards. Slide on the metal washer 
followed by the rubber washer.
From the underside of the basin position 
the valve in place, screw on the cover and 
hand tighten.
Make sure the two bolts in the locking 
ring are unscrewed, but do not remove. 
Slide up the rubber and metal washer, the 
rubber washer should be on top.  
Screw up the locking ring until the bolts 
touch the metal washer. Tighten the two 
bolts to clamp the mixer to the basin.   
CAUTION: Do not over tighten the bolts as 
this may damage the basin.
With the valve in the off position (fully 
anti-clockwise for hot and clockwise for 
cold) carefully slide the control handle 
onto the splines of the valve make sure 
the handle is pointing in the correct 
direction. Secure with the lock washer 
and screw. Push on the screw cover.
Screw the two flexible pipes into the two 
holes in the base of the mixer body.
Connect the water supply.

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Make sure the O-ring is in place in the underside of the spout cover.
Position the the spout/valve down into the basin.
From the underside slide on the rubber and metal washer, the rubber washer should 
be on top.  
Make sure the two bolts in the locking ring are uncrewed, but do not remove. Screw up 
the locking ring until the bolts touch the metal washer. Tighten the two bolts to clamp 
the mixer to the basin.   
CAUTION: Do not over tighten the bolts as this may damage the basin.
Screw the connecter onto the bottom of the valve, take care not to damage the o-rings.
Place a washer into each nut in the flexible pipe. Screw the two flexible pipes coming 
from the each tap into the inlets.

Insert the waste control rod down 
through the hole in the top of the 
spout body.

Place the short end of the horizontal 
control rod into the waste body. 
Slide the bearing over the control 
rod making sure that the chamfer is 
against the ball. Screw on the ball 
joint retainer. Do not over tighten.

Slide the control rod link onto the 
vertical and horizontal control rods 
and loosely tighten.

Test the action of the pop-up waste 
and fully tighten the rod link. Adjust 
the control rod link as required. 
Adjust the height of the plug as 
required.

Turn on the water supply and turn 
the mixer on fully to flush through 
any possible debris from the mixer. 
Finally check all new connections  
for leaks.
